This year’s two-day event will feature 28 bands on two stages, an 

expanded festival village, state of the art main stage LED screens, 

enhanced main stage and second stage sound and light systems, 

dynamic new merchandise (t-shirts, hats, hoodies) and an expanded 

main stage field area for fans who purchase Field General Admission 

Tickets.
